ARSENAL DOUBLE FRENCH CLUB 
 
The MFL Department is currently running a once-a-week after school class with Arsenal Football Club and 
the French Institute. It is  a six week course  which consists of 45 minutes of football training with an Arsenal 
Coach and 45 minutes  of French language work.  
On 10th May, students will be taken to the Emirates Stadium where they will be given their Certificate for 
attending  the course. This will be a highlight of the French club as students will also have the opportunity to 
meet some of the Arsenal football players and possibly even the coach, Arsène Wenger.
